The cost of
participation in the parade comes in at around $19,000.00 (515,000.00 Entry Fee and Float.

We have over half of the needed amount on hand but need to come up with the rest.

This year, the emphasis is on our upcoming Centennial, and the only PR Funding I can
find is a Grant of $1,500.00 for each District.

If we are to continue, we need the support of not only MD22
and District 24A, but all the States of the Eastern part of the United States. If we are able
to participate, our Float will be decorated with the Centennial Motif, so I think it would
qualify as a Centennial PR Project that could be supported by all Districts.
